Dear Friends: 

I am sitting down to write this newsletter in between all the bulletins, sermons and other 

preparations that I have been working on for the Advent and Christmas seasons.  The 

week of Thanksgiving I sat down and overwhelmed myself when I figured out that we 

were doing 21 services between the beginning of Advent (November 29th) and Epiphany 

Sunday, January 3rd.  [That is a total of 36 days, 21 services--not including Children‘s 

Programs (and practices), Choir Cantata (and practice), caroling, regular visitations, 

Commission Meetings, Session, and memorial services.]   MERRY CHRISTMAS --- 

Talk about Advent Interruptions! 

May you all have a Merry Christmas and a blessed and joy-filled New Year! 

This past week Brenda, our Office Administrator, told me that the Oxford Dictionary 

―word of the year‖ was the new word, ―unfriend.‖  I went to the computer to read about 

this new word.  It seems with the advent of all the social networks on the web such as: 

Facebook, My Space, Twitter, LinkIn and others, a new word was invented to define the 

action of removing someone from your social network. Here is the new definition of the 

new word:  ―unfriend – verb – To remove someone as a ‗friend‘ on a social networking 

site such as Facebook.‖ 

I decided to go to the Dictionary and look up the word ―friend‖ and see what I could 

find. The word ―friend‖ in the dictionary is a noun and here are some definitions:   ―one 

attached to another by affection or esteem, one that is not hostile, a favored compan-

ion‖1 . In the Bible the word ―friend‖ is used around 53 times with some wonderful ref-

erences to being a friend with God or a friend with Jesus. There is a very powerful verse 

in Exodus 33:14 where it says, ―God spoke to Moses face to face as unto a friend.‖  

What an image of friendship.  Jesus told his disciples that they were His friends --- they 

were no longer servants!  

One of my favorite Contemporary Christian groups is a trio called Phillips, Craig and 

Dean.  One of their songs that I listen to on a regular basis is called ―Friend of God.‖  

As I listen to it, I ponder what it would be like to be called God‘s friend.  What would it 

be like to talk with God face to face as Moses did?  I wonder what it would have been 

like to be in that Upper Room and hear Jesus call me His friend. 

Every year, I make up a little ditty that reminds me to stay focused on God. In 2006 it 

was:  ñGive God time and space to fix in 2006!ò  In 2007 it was: ñGet a glimpse of 

heaven in 2007!‖ In 2008:  ñGod is great in 2008!ò  Last year:  ñGive God Time in 2009.ò  

This year with the advent of the new verb ―unfriend‖ and all the ―unfriending‖ that is 

going on in the social networks, I‘d like to suggest ñGodôs Friend 2010!ò 

Have you heard of this saying:  ―make a friend, be a friend and bring your friend to 

Christ‖?  This year in 2010-―make a friend, be a friend and bring your friend to 

Christ‖…even if they ―unfriend‖ you!  You are God‘s favored companion, attached by 

affection and esteem!  May this be the year that we can say, ―God spoke to ME face to 

face as unto a friend!‖  And what if the verse above became our verse for the year?
