Dear Friends: 

 

What a month we have before us:  Daylight Savings Time is quickly approaching 

(March 14)!  Remember the message for our first Sunday of Lent?  It’s always 

darkest before Daylight Savings Time!  We are in the season of Lent and Lent is 

the darkest time before Easter! Yet we will also celebrate Spring on the 20th—

beautiful days of new life await us.  We are anticipating Easter and the empty 

tomb and we are also anticipating the ―25th on April 25th‖—the day our church 

celebrates it’s 25th anniversary of being formed as a church—the Body of Christ! 

 

Yet before us looms Lent and the sorrow of the Cross.  Good Friday is certainly 

coming and the season of Lent is a good time to reflect on our own sinfulness as 

we journey with Christ to the Cross and the empty tomb! 

 

The entire Christian message is about hope!  The hope of the Resurrection!  The 

hope of Christ coming again!

The lives of 200 evacuated 

people will never forget and will always remember the sights, the smells, the 

sounds of that day.  Their families and friends and all those who watched with 

horror—will never be the same.   

 

That is how the people of Jerusalem felt when they saw their city destroyed and 

the survivors  taken into captivity.  Jeremiah, the prophet, penned the Scripture 

above in the darkest moments of Jerusalem’s history.  Jeremiah wanted to en-

courage the people of God’s faithfulness and steadfast love.  Jeremiah could see 

the ray of hope in the midst of the sin and sorrow that enveloped his world.   

 

This Scripture is one of my favorites, and our own Gospel Quartet sang a beauti-

ful rendition of  

―Great Is They Faithfulness‖ this past Sunday.  This is the message of Easter—

great is God’s faithfulness.  God’s mercies are NEW every morning.   

 

As we all journey through the season of Lent, we all face different trials, troubles 

and tribulations.  But may we all keep this verse as a compass:  call to mind 

God’s faithfulness!  As we do, we will be given hope.  Let us wait on the Lord!
