Easter Greetings! By the time that some of you are reading this article, Easter will
have come and gone! Some will be moving on, planning for anniversary celebra-
tions, graduations, weddings, birth announcements and life in the fast lane as they
say! | hope and pray that the Good News of Easter will not have just been packed
away into boxes of Easter decorations, only to be opened next year. The tomb is
empty, the door of life, the window of hope, the light of glory has been opened. We
are called to live as Easter people each and every day!

In my time of prayer and reflection, | have been studying, reading and reflecting on
the 15" chapter of 1 Corinthians. | believe that this chapter is one of the most power-
ful chapters on the resurrection that is ever written in Scripture. Paul wants to en-
courage the Corinthians to live as Easter people in the light, glory and hope of the
resurrection. Paul writes about the resurrection of Christ, the resurrection of the dead
and the resurrection of the body!

“In Souvenirs of Solitude,” by Brennan Manning a story is told about a lecture that
takes place shortly after the Bolshevik Revolution. Comrade Lunatscharsky was lec-
turing in Moscow’s largest assembly hall and his theme was, ‘“Religion Opium of the
People.” He said, “All Christian mysteries are fabricated legends; Marxist science is
the light that more than substitutes for the fables of Christianity.” He spoke at great
length. When he finished, he was so pleased with himself that he asked, in an expan-
sive gesture, whether anyone in the audience wanted to ask a question or say any-
thing. A young Russian orthodox priest stepped forward. First, he apologized for his
ignorance and awkwardness. The commissar looked at him scornfully. “I’ll give you
five minutes, no more!” he snorted. “I won’t take very long,” the priest replied. He
mounted the platform, turned to the audience, and in a loud voice declared,
“CHRIST IS RISEN!” With one voice the vast audience roared in response, “HE IS
TRULY RISEN!”

My prayer is that this response will echo in your hearts and minds as you live out
each day of your life. | encourage you to go and read chapter 15 of | Corinthians this
month and let the reality of the risen Christ fill you to over-flowing! Maybe, just
maybe, we should not pack all the Easter decorations away? How about setting
something from Easter out in view, which you may see every day, and then you can
proclaim in your heart and in your home -- “CHRIST IS RISEN!” --- “HE IS
TRULY RISEN!”
