Womenôs Walk To Emmaus  
September 9 -12, 2010 in Salado, TX 

The next Womenôs Walk to Emmaus will be 

September 9 -12 at the Summers Mill Retreat 

and Conference Center is Salado, TX. The 

experience has been described as a ñshort 

course in Christianityò. It includes talks by lay 

persons and clergy on the themes of God's 

grace, disciplines of Christian discipleship, and what it means to be 

the church.  

The Walk to Emmaus is designed to empower persons to transform 

their living and working environments into Christian environments. 

There are times of prayer and meditation, special times of worship 

and daily celebration of Communion. The Walk to Emmaus begins 

Thursday evening and concludes Sunday afternoon. Men and 

women attend separate weekends. Participants are encouraged to 

leave the watches, cell phones, and PCs behind for a weekend of 

spiritual renewal.  

The Walk to Emmaus gets its name from the story in Luke 24:13-

35, which provides the central image for the three-day experience. 

Luke tells the story of that first Easter afternoon when the risen 

Christ appeared to the two disciples who were walking together 

along the road from Jerusalem to Emmaus. Blinded by preoccupa-

tion with their own immediate difficulties, these two disciples' sad-

ness and hopelessness seemed to prevent them from seeing God's 

redemptive purpose in things that had happened. And yet, the risen 

Christ "came near and went with them," opening the disciples' eyes 

to his presence and lighting the fire of God's love in their hearts.  

As they walked to Emmaus, Jesus explained to them the meaning of 

all the scriptures concerning himself. When they arrived in Em-

maus, Jesus "took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to them," 

and their eyes were opened. They recognized him as Jesus, the risen 

Lord, and they remembered how their hearts had burned within 

them as they talked with him on the road.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ: 

 

Over the past six months I have taken most of my ñvacationò and ñcontinuing educationò 

time, trying to discern my sense of call.  After many hours, days, weeks and months of 

prayer, and in speaking with my own Spiritual Directors on a regular basis, the Holy Spirit 

has impressed upon me that I need to resign my position as Pastor/Head of Staff of the 

Round Rock Presbyterian Church effective July 31, 2010. 

 

I need to let you know what a wonderful congregation you are.  You are loving and kind and 

there is nothing that you have done, or not done, that has influenced my decision.  I am not 

leaving to accept another call.  I have not circulated my Pastor Information Form (PIF)/

resume.  I have not been interviewing with other churches.  I have been wrestling with God 

over my sense of call very intensely during these past few years, and most recently, during 

the past six months.   

 

As I have shared with you, two books have shaken my world and my sense of call.  ñThe 

Forgotten Godò by Francis Chan presented a compelling question to me.  Am I leading the 

Holy Spirit or is the Holy Spirit leading me?   The second book that has driven me to my 

knees is ñThe Hole In The Gospelò by Richard Stearns.  Ever since my trip to Ecuador two 

years ago, I have been journaling on Isaiah 61.  ñThe spirit of the Lord is upon me; he has 

sent me to bring good news to the oppressed, to bind up the broken hearted, to proclaim lib-

erty to the captives, and release to the prisonerséò  It is extremely difficult for me to explain 

my sense of call.  At this point in time, I am not exactly sure what God is doing in my life.  

Am I being called to prison ministry, to missionary service, or back into a pastorate?      

 

Early in my Christian walk, God confirmed my priorities for my life.  My first priority is to 

love God with all of my heart, soul, mind and strength.  My second priority is to love my 

wife and family with all of my heart, soul, mind and strength.  My third priority is to love 

others with all of my heart, soul, mind and strength in the vocation I am called to.  Over the 

past several months, as I have devoted my time to discerning my sense of call, it has become 

apparent to me that God is doing something new in me and I need to be obedient to Christôs 

call to ñfollow me.ò  I must trust the leading of the Holy Spirit. 

 

Again, I wish I could articulate my sense of call to you so that you could see into my heart 

and know that this decision has nothing at all to do with being your pastor here at RRPC.  

This has everything to do with what God is doing in me.  I am most grateful for my four 

years of ministry here.  I have learned so much.  You have such an opportunity before you to 

share the love of God right here at 4010 Sam Bass Road.  I know you will continue forward 

in your call and I wish nothing but the best for youðfor each of you.   

 

As I close this letter, and the remaining five weeks of our time together, I ask you to please 

pray for me.  Pray for one another.  Pray for your Interim Pastor.  Pray for the person God is 

forming and calling to be your next Pastor!  Pray for the leading of the Holy Spirit and for 

strength equal to the task of followingðfor it is God who began this good work in you and it 

will be God who will complete this work! 

 

I am very thankful and grateful to God for my time with you.  You have blessed my life in 

more ways than I can say.  Thank you.
