The ex-
perience has been described as a “short course
in Christianity”. It includes talks by lay per-
sons and clergy on the themes of God's grace,
disciplines of Christian discipleship, and what it means to be the
church.

The Walk to Emmaus is designed to empower persons to transform
their living and working environments into Christian environments.
There are times of prayer and meditation, special times of worship
and daily celebration of Communion. The Walk to Emmaus begins
Thursday evening and concludes Sunday afternoon. Men and
women attend separate weekends. Participants are encouraged to
leave the watches, cell phones, and PCs behind for a weekend of
spiritual renewal.

The Walk to Emmaus gets its name from the story in Luke 24:13-
35, which provides the central image for the three-day experience.
Luke tells the story of that first Easter afternoon when the risen
Christ appeared to the two disciples who were walking together
along the road from Jerusalem to Emmaus. Blinded by preoccupa-
tion with their own immediate difficulties, these two disciples' sad-
ness and hopelessness seemed to prevent them from seeing God's
redemptive purpose in things that had happened. And yet, the risen
Christ "came near and went with them," opening the disciples' eyes
to his presence and lighting the fire of God's love in their hearts.

As they walked to Emmaus, Jesus explained to them the meaning of
all the scriptures concerning himself. When they arrived in Em-
maus, Jesus "took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to them,"
and their eyes were opened. They recognized him as Jesus, the risen
Lord, and they remembered how their hearts had burned within
them as they talked with him on the road.

FROM THE FINANCE COMMITTEE

Based on giving increases over the last two years, the church
made plans for this year that were based on a similar increase
in giving. This increase has not materialized as expected and
the shortfall is now jeopardizing plans that the Session has
made for this year. Our Mission and Outreach giving has been
curtailed and our plans for a new Christian Education Direc-
tor/Youth Leader have been called into question. We would
like to go ahead with our plans for this year and believe that
we can if each family in the congregation would prayerfully
consider an increase in giving of at least $10 per week.
